What is a traumatic brain injury?

A traumatic brain injury (TBI) is defined as a blow or jolt to the head or a penetrating head injury that disrupts the function of the brain.  Every year in Mississippi, over 15,000 traumatic brain injuries are reported. In the United States, this figure is 1.7 million with a TBI occurring every 23 seconds. Of these individuals, 52,000 will die and another 80,000 are permanently disabled.  The actual number of TBI’s would be much higher if unreported injuries were included.
What is a traumatic spinal cord injury?

A spinal cord injury is damage to the spinal cord resulting in loss of sensation and motor control.  The extent to which movement and sensation are damaged depends on the level of the spinal cord injury.  Approximately 10,000 new spinal cord injuries (SCI) occur each year in the United States.  About 250,000 people are currently affected.  Spinal cord injuries can happen to anyone at any time in life.  The typical patent, however, is a man between the ages of 19 and 26.  Approximately 145 Mississippians are hospitalized each year due to a spinal cord injury.
